1. When Talking About Parts of the Body:
· The definite article (le, la, l', les) is often used with parts of the body instead of possessive adjectives such as: My (mon, ma, mes) 

Example:
La main est dans la poche=my hand is in my pocket

2. When Describing Parts of the Body:

· The Definite article is used if an adjective comes after the part of the body

Example: 
Tu as le nez pointu- You have a pointy nose



Tu as le visage carré- You have a square face

· The Indefinite article is used if an adjective comes before the part of the body:

Example: 
Tu as un petit nez- You have a small nose.



Tu as une jolie bouche- You have a pretty mouth.

3. If the Adjective Describing the Body is Plural:

· If the adjective comes before the body part des usually becomes de. 

Example:
Tu as de grandes oreilles.

· If the adjective comes after the noun, des does not change

Example:
Tu as les cheveux boucles.
